0 Chiran Peace Museum for Kamikaze Pilots

Chiran Air Base was home to Japan's Kamikaze squadrons. Tour the Tokko Heiwa
Kaikan with its comprehensive collection of aircraft, models, mementoes and
photographs of the Special Attack Corps.

0 Senganen (Iso Garden)

The superb 17th-century garden offers views of Sakura Jima. Many historic relics
remain in the garden and villa. The garden overlooks magnificent Mt. Sakurajima and
Kinko Bay. The Shoko Shuseikan Museum is also located in the Iso Garden.

0 Kirishima Onsen

One of the most unique onsen in Japan features a large, extravagantly landscaped pool
in a covered hall. Smaller pools surround the main onsen, while a fountain sends a
spray of water skyward.

0 Ishin Furusato-kan Museum

The museum chronicles "Meiji Ishin," the dramatic revolution that led to the end of the
Samurai feudal regime and started the modern and industrialized era under imperial
rule by Samurai themselves.
